	Most of them met their growth goal because they were challenged in math class every day.

	A majority of my students did not meet the goal, as their scores were being compared the early chapters that were review of previous learning. Whereas the SLO I did was over and entirely new topic to the students. I did meet the goal of them passing, but analyzed it with their individual goals, which a majority were close, but the bar was set very high for the first time setting an SLO goal.

	My class did not meet the growth goal. There were many students who made adequate growth from the beginning to the end of the year but not enough to meet 3rd grade expectations. I had a very low class to begin with due to the number of students on IEPs in my class (9 out of 19).
